In three 

years, the babe would certainly know ñher/his    

mother.ò Her heartbeat, smile, temperament and so 

much more. Well, to make a long story short, BBI and 

our collaborate partner delivered, on Good Friday, 

over 1200 infant to 3 years of age, baby items: from 

diapers, wipes, bottles, (pens, pencils and journals for 

the adults), socks, sandals and shoes. 

     It was indeed a Good Friday, and today, we are all 

the better blessed because of the Resurrection.
